Supreme Fire Text Styles

Thank you for purchasing this Photoshop styles pack. Inside the ASL styles file there are 10 fiery effects ready to be applied to your text.

Font used in the preview image: Ringbearer, size 140.

Load up the ASL styles file from Photoshop's Blending Options (by right-clicking on the desired layer in the Layers panel) or directly from the Styles window. Apply the desired style to your text.
The important part when using these styles is providing a dark background for them. A black color or a dark-brown texture would be perfect. This is because the styles use complex combined blend modes such as linear light, linear dodge and color dodge and their effect will change if background color is changed.

If you know a little styling you will find it’s easy to remove or change parts of the effects (from Blending Options). For example, the flame shapes are set by the Bevel and emboss. By deselecting Bevel and emboss, the flames will be removed.

I have also provided the PSD file with which I created the preview image. Inside this file you will find the 10 texts with their respective 10 styles, the title text (with the style used in “Drago” text), its title plate and the dark wood background texture.
